If they know the answer, let them fill it in on 
the chalkboard grid. If they are not sure of the answer, 
someone from the audience can respond. Be sure to 
have a Bible available so they can look up the answers 
if necessary. 

Do a Word-Picture review. Select 8-10 important words 
from the story that can be illustrated with a simple pic­
ture. (See Patterns for some ideas.) Mount each picture 
and word on a sheet of construction paper. Attach a 
square of sandpaper on the back. Use a large flannel 
board to display words as they are introduced. Have 
volunteers come forward, pick up a word-picture, and 
tell what part this object had in today's story. Some 
words to use: thorn, nail, spear, sponge, cross, whip, 
tomb, hill, sign (Jesus, King of the Jews), robe, soldier.
